Important Safety Information for Patients

Cytokine Release Syndrome (CRS)
• Fever (38°C or higher)
• Chills
• Fast heartbeat
• Difficulty breathing
• Nausea
• Headache
• Feeling dizzy

Neurologic toxicity, including ICANS
• Feeling confused
• Feeling less alert
• Having difficulty writing
• Having difficulty speaking
• Sleepiness
• Loss of ability to carry out 

skilled movement and gestures 
(despite having the physical 
ability and desire to perform them)

Get medical help straight away if you experience any of 
the following:1

TECVAYLI can cause side effects such as Cytokine Release 
Syndrome (CRS) and nervous system toxicity, including 
Immune Effector Cell-Associated Neurotoxicity 
Syndrome (ICANS).1 CRS and ICANS are serious immune 
reactions that may require immediate medical attention. 

IMPORTANT TO REMEMBER: Stay close to the location
of the healthcare facility where you received your TECVAYLI 
therapy for at least 2 days for daily monitoring after 
administration of your first three doses (usually two 
step-up doses and first maintenance dose).1  If you have any 
of the symptoms listed on this card call your doctor or nurse, 
or seek emergency medical attention right away. These are 
not all the possible side effects of TECVAYLI. Tell your doctor 
or nurse if you have any side effect that bothers you or does 
not go away.
